Ingredients:  

Dressing: * 4 cups French bread pieces   * 1 pkg cream cheese 

  * 8 eggs    * 2 cups milk 

  * 1 cup REAL maple syrup  

Sauce:  * 2 cups blueberries   * 1 cup water 

  * 1 cup sugar    * 2 Tablespoons corn starch  

Directions: 

Spray 9 x 12 baking dish w/ spray like Pam.  Tear French bread into small pieces and place in baking 

dish.  Top with pats of cream cheese.  Mix eggs, milk, syrup and pour over bread.  Refrigerate overnight. 

In morning, bake at 350 degrees 45 minutes until golden.  Pour sauce over individual plates. 

To make sauce:   Stir water and corn starch together until smooth; add sugar and blueberries.   

Cook over medium heat 5-10 minutes.
